UPDATED WIND TURBINE NEWS  

Urgent action required by residents of Burton Joyce,  

Stoke Bardolph and Bulcote  

In December you should have received 

another letter from Gedling Borough Coun-

cilôs Planning Dept (GBC) informing you of 

some changes to Severn Trent Waterôs 

(STWA) planning application to install 2 

very large wind turbines in the fields next to 

Nottingham Road.  The original  application 

was found to contain some errors and 

omissions in the Environmental Impact  

Statement (EIS). These amendments re-

quire a reconsultation.  

 

You need to object again by January 

31st if you are as concerned as ever 

on the effects these turbines will have 

on your environment and health.  

 

The key issues remain the same 

Visual Impact within the Green Belt  

Closure of the Poplars Sports Ground  

Elevated Noise levels in the evening and 

weekends  

Shadow Flicker on Nottingham Road

You can object 

online there as well  - planning@gedling.gov.uk  

STWAôs delay of almost a year in providing re-

vised data has resulted in formal complaints to 

both STWA and GBC by Burton Joyce Parish 

Council.

Generating renewable energy is very im-

portant but guidelines from the Govern-

mentôs Planning Strategy (PPS22) states 

that: ñdevelopers will need to demon-

strate very special circumstances that 

clearly outweigh any harm by reason 

of inappropriateness and any other 

harm if projects are to proceed.òThe 

BJPC believe that harm to the village is 

provable and far outweighs any arguable 

benefits from an intermittent supply of en-

ergy that still requires fossil fuel back-up. 

 

That the Three Villages are already 

self sufficient in renewable energy 

sources?  

The arable land around Bulcote, Burton 

Joyce and Stoke Bardolph grows maize 

for the UKôs only  Biomass Crop Digester. 

This ferments the crop into gas which is 

then used to provide energy 24 hrs a day. 

Methane gas from the Sewage Works is 

also being collected and burnt  to gener-

ate green electricity. These 2 sources pro-

vide more than enough energy to power 

our villages and are more reliable than 

onshore wind power. 

 

That STWA would receive a huge 

subsidy from the Government and this 

would be collected via a supplement 

on your fuel bill?  

From their own figures, STWA stands to 

make in the region of between £400k and 

£700k in subsidies and a further £150k 

and £300k each year in electricity sales 

depending on amounts generated. 
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
