1. Apologies

2. Declaration of interest:
None
3. Minutes of previous meeting:  
It was resolved to accept the minutes as a true record of the meeting held on the 9th November  2010.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:
None 
5. Application for use of Ground & Facilities:
Sam Allison gave a brief presentation on his background and proposal to present a two day festival of local produce, art and music. It was noted that this was intended to become an annual event subject to Parish Council approval and agreement of Gedling Borough Council Planning Department. Practicalities such as preferred site, timing of the event, finance and preventative measure required to protect the pitches were discussed. It was agreed that Sam would meet up with the Ground & Amenities Manager to look at the site in detail. Members of the Committee expressed support for the concept subject to further discussion. It was recommended to note the proposal and to support further investigation into the viability of the project with an update to the next meeting of the Parish Council.
6. Minutes of the Poplars Management Committee Meeting and Matters arising from Minutes:
It was noted that no meeting had been held and one was now scheduled to take place before the end of January.
7. Sports Club Responsibilities:
It was noted that new keys had been distributed and signed for. Cllr Greenfield undertook to contact key-holders for return of old keys. The annual review with Clubs needs to be arranged and it was noted that the contracts with B&R Leisure and the Cricket Club were still to be completed. 
8. Capital Requirements:
The meeting received an update on the recent damage caused by burst pipes in the loft. It was noted that the insurance company had advised that the replacement valves were not covered by the policy and only damage caused by the water would be reimbursed. It was suggested that the plumbing/building company be advised to hold the order for replacement valves pending a further inspection to see if the existing ones could be repaired to an acceptable standard. It was reported that preventative measures had been taken with regard to improved insulation to ensure the situation re the pipe-work in the loft would not be repeated. It was agreed that repairs to the ceiling in changing room 5 would wait until it had fully dried out. It was proposed that the cost of replacing lounge carpets be submitted to the insurers as part of the claim.  It was recommended that the Parish Council approve any action to be taken with the regard to the insurance claim.
Cllr Cluff put forward a proposal with regard to the refurbishment of the bar area and anticipated that the cost would be in the region of £7,000. It was intended that the improvements could lead to increased revenue from hire of the facility. It was recommended that the intention to provide proposals with regard to possible refurbishment work be presented to a future meeting.
9. Planned Maintenance: The following schemes were tabled:
a. Security Key Pad - to re-position to ease access issues
b. Bowls Club toilet – to replace cracked toilet bowl in time for start of season
It was recommended that the schemes described above be approved.
10. Any Other Business: Cllr Cluff advised that a provisional booking had been made by the 3 Villages Gala to hold a ‘street party’ celebration at the Poplars with respect to the Royal Wedding. It was noted that a formal request would be made to the Parish Council meeting in January.
