Dr. O’Neill asked for modification to the Minutes of the 23rd May 2006 as she said she brought up the subject of Building Better Communities and asked the Parish Council if they would be applying for a grant. The Chairman David Davis had answered that the PC had nothing to apply for, and she requested that this be in these minutes.

Cllr.Blandamer informed the meeting that each Gedling Borough Councillor has £1,000 to spend on the community and not £2,000 each as said in the minutes of 23rd May 2006.  She also wanted amending that £500 was given to Carlton le Willows School and the Stroke Club not the Stoke Club.

The Minutes were then approved and signed by the Chairman.  Prop by Cllr. Masters and Sec by Cllr. Blandamer.

ITEMS RAISED BY DR.O’NEILL
(1) Budget for 2007/8.  Copy given.
(2) Sports Ground Income/Expenditure. Copy given.
(3) Future use of the Grove – Dr. O’Neill said that she felt the Grove was in a scruffy condition and hoped it would improve in the future.  She also suggested that the PC could apply for a Building Better Communities Grant to improve the Grove and also to consult with the village residents as to how the Grove could be used.  After discussion it was agreed that it might be possible for the Parish Council to take steps to arrange a village working party once the new Council had been elected.  Other comments made were that resources to improve the Grove were limited, working parties in the winter are set up for a couple of hours per week to clear the Grove, and older children could take on responsibilities on monitoring the Grove. All these items were noted.

(5) Parish Council Monthly Meetings – The Chairman informed Dr. O’Neill that this item was not a matter for this meeting.
