Following discussion it was resolved that the Parish Clerk request feedback on rail services in the next issue of the Parish magazine and that a letter be sent to the rail company requesting specific improvements to the timetable with copies to County Councillors and Vernon Coaker MP. PC Wells updated the meeting on a recent spate of car and car content thefts from the village.

Notts County Council – Meeting to discuss proposed changes to Library opening hours: It was resolved that Cllrs Gale & Cluff would attend the meeting to be held at Burton Joyce Library at 7pm on Thursday 27th January 2011.

Notts County Council – Advice re experimental re-opening of Burton Road: It was resolved to monitor the impact to traffic of the re-opening and to discuss at the next meeting.
It was resolved to accept the correspondence list as presented.

Committees

(i) Amenities – It was noted that the meeting scheduled to take place on the 18th January had been deferred and would now take place on Tuesday 25th January in the Committee Room at the Poplars Sports Ground at 7.30pm.
(ii) Planning – It was resolved to receive the Minutes of meeting held on the 7th and 21st December.
(iii) Finance & General Purposes - It was resolved to receive the Minutes of the meeting held on the 21st December and the following recommendation was considered:

a. Risk Register: Following a brief discussion it was resolved to upgrade the insurance risk from medium to high and to adopt the Risk Register as presented.
(iv) Poplars Sports Ground – It was resolved to receive the Minutes of meeting held on the 11th January 2011, the following recommendations were considered:
a. Application for use of Ground & Facilities: The meeting received a brief update on a preliminary application for the use of the Poplars by an individual to hold a 2 day festival of local produce, art and music. It was resolved to note the proposal and to support further investigation by the Poplars Sports Ground Committee into the viability of the project with an update to the next meeting of the Parish Council.

b. Capital Requirements: The meeting received an update on the recent damage caused by the burst pipes in the loft and the situation with regard to the insurance claim. It was resolved to take the following action:
(i) Parish Clerk to write to insurance brokers and express discontent with the policy provided.

(ii) Parish Clerk to obtain 3 quotes for replacement flooring in the Pavilion lounge and any other material damage caused by water.

(iii) Parish Clerk to advise the contractor that the Parish Council consider the ‘re-stock’ fee to be excessive and to request a reduction should the charge be necessary.
(iv) To note the requirement to refurbish the lounge area, to support the plan to obtain designs and quotes but to defer any decision pending the outcome of the wind turbine proposals.

c. Planned Maintenance: It was resolved to approve the re-positioning of the security key pad and to replace the cracked bowls club toilet.

Village Events

Cllr Cluff, having previously declared a personal interest in this item outlined proposals with regard to two events. Following discussion, it was resolved that the 3 Village Gala Committee be granted free use of the Grove on Monday 2nd May for the purpose of holding a May Day Fayre for the village. It was noted that the 3 Villages Gala Committee would be responsible for all aspects of the event. Cllr Cluff advised the meeting that the proposed use of the poplars for a Royal Wedding ‘Street Party’ would now be a private function, subject to the published hire rates and appropriate permissions from Gedling Borough Council.

Draft Budget 2011/12


It was noted that members of the public had already left the meeting. Cllr Hutt, as Chair of F&GP committee confirmed that the Parish Council would lose 13.8% of its revenue grant for the year 2011/12 and the total sum of its capital aid grant. Papers detailing the actual budget position for the current year and forecast outturn had already been circulated, together with options for the 2011/12 budget. Following a lengthy discussion it was resolved to accept the budget which maintained the annual precept level at £42.57 per household. It was further agreed that the Parish Clerk complete and return the notification of precept requirements to Gedling Borough Council by the 28th January as requested
