1. Apologies: Cllr Blandamer
2. Appointment of Chair & Vice Chair: Cllr Greenfield was appointed Chair and Cllr Cluff was appointed as Vice Chair
3. Declaration of Interest: None
4. Minutes of Meeting Held on 13th April 2010: It was noted that the recommendation under Item 11 should have read ‘that B&R Leisure should be charged 25% of bar profits during this period’ not takings as shown. With this amendment noted it was   resolved to accept the minutes as a true record of the meeting held on the 13th April 2010.
5. Matters arising from the Minutes: Item 7h. Back Door – 3 quotes had now been received and it was recommended to accept the quote for supply, delivery and fitting from E Wheat & Son and submit supply as a capital claim.
6. Minutes of the Poplars Management Committee Meeting: Minutes of the meeting held on 25th May had been previously circulated. Contents noted.
7. Poplars Sports Ground Review: 
The addendum to the licence in respect of Burton Joyce Cricket Club was tabled and its contents discussed. The Cricket Club’s proposal to receive a £10 credit for potential loss of the bar facility each time an external booking coincided with a cricket match was declined. Subject to the Cricket Clubs acceptance, it was recommended to accept and sign the addendum as presented and provide a copy to the Parish Council at its July meeting.
8. Hire Rates:
it was agreed to defer this item to the September meeting.

9. Bowls Club Contract and WC:
Correspondence relating to the provision of a wc had been previously circulated.  During a lengthy discussion, the Committee regretted the delay in actioning this matter but noted that there are already toilet facilities available in the Pavilion and the provision of an additional temporary facility was a gesture of goodwill, paid for from a limited maintenance budget.
The Committee agreed that the option of a £3,000 bespoke unit was not viable as the funds are not available to support it and the Bowls Club is already the most heavily subsidized group at the Poplars.

It was agreed that the existing arrangement should be finished as soon as possible and include a means of screening with fencing and planting to make it more discreet.

It was recommended that the Parish Council decline the proposal to fund and erect the bespoke toilet unit adjacent to the bowling-green at this time but, should the Bowling Club wish to provide the unit they have identified themselves, then to assist with the process for applying for planning permission for a permanent structure. However, subject to Gedling Borough Councils criteria it should be noted that this is a relatively lengthy process and planning permission may not be granted.
10. Planned maintenance: It was noted that the fascias, soffits and guttering required replacement and the pavilion lounge was in need of refurbishment. It was agreed that estimates for the work would be sought but that any proposals would be put on hold until the outcome of the wind turbine planning application had been published. It was agreed that repairs to the shutter would be progressed and action taken with regard to the restriction of access to shutter keys.

11. Capital Schemes:
It was agreed that any proposals for capital schemes at the Poplars would be deferred pending the outcome of the wind turbine planning application.
12. Poplars Incident & Security Review Update: Following the recent break-in at the Poplars and the theft of the TV, it was agreed to recommend additional security arrangements and alternative methods of screening televised sports coverage with no equipment left on site when the building is unoccupied.
