5. Minutes of the Poplars Management Committee Meeting: Minutes of meetings held on 26th May were accepted. It was noted that the dripping overflow has not been dealt with. There are problems with the opening and closing of the main gate, the post has moved and gate is in a poor state of repair – can we establish if the gate can be repaired and post sorted. If the gate needs replacing can we get quotes for a metal farm gate from CWGs and the cost of installation. There is a pothole on the driveway that is causing concern, can we get it filled.There is a manhole near the bowls entrance that has dropped and seems dangerous. Action ASAP.

(d) It was agreed to ask Councillor Hutt to come and present his findings on the energy efficiency savings to give more detail and answer any questions.
