1. Apologies:
Cllr Greenfield
2. Declaration of interest:

3. Minutes of previous meeting:
It was agreed to accept the minutes of the meeting held on 20th September 2011 as a true record.

4. Information Update:
With the exception of notification that the wheeled goal posts were to be delivered w/c 12th October and that the support of Severn Trent Water to progress the storage compound was being chased by Cllr Cluff, it was noted that there were no further matters for information not otherwise covered on the agenda.
5. Summer 2012 Festival Update:
It was noted that Cllr Greenfield had started to contact local breweries and would bring an update to the next meeting. It was agreed that the Parish Clerk would write to Gedling Borough Council for the relevant planning permission and to Severn Trent Water with regard to car parking.

6. Firework Display Update:
It was confirmed that application had been made to Gedling Borough Council for permission to hold the event at the Poplars. Letters were to be sent to the insurers, local police and fire station to advise them of details of the event. It was noted that delivery of bonfire material must be made in conjunction with the Ground & Amenities Manager.
7. Cricket Club:
A copy of the e-mail from Burton Joyce Cricket Club dated 25th August 2011 and their revisions to the addendum to licence had been previously circulated. Following a lengthy discussion in response to the queries/proposals raised it was agreed that the Parish Clerk would write to the Cricket Club to advise them of the substantial points of difference and to arrange a meeting with them to take place in November.
8. Football Clubs: In accordance with the agreements made between the junior and senior football clubs and the Parish Council, it was agreed that the Parish Clerk arrange the annual review meetings between the clubs and Cllrs Greenfield, Blandamer and Cluff.
9. Financial Report & Budget Planning:
The Parish Clerk tabled a draft financial report to the end of September 2011 for information and comment. Following discussion, during which proposed changes to budget headings and layout were noted it was agreed to present an updated report to the November meeting. A pro-forma to aid budget planning for 2012 and beyond was tabled and additional items for consideration added. These included refurbishment of the external apex of the building, renewal of furniture in the pavilion lounge and repair/renewal of cricket nets. It was agreed that members would notify the Parish Clerk of any additional information prior to the next meeting. In response to an urgent request for a ‘spiker’ to resolve problems with compacted ground, it was recommended that the purchase of the spiker at a cost of approximately £2,000 be approved by full Council at its November meeting.
10. Planned Maintenance:
