1. Apologies:
Cllrs Blandamer and Hazard
2. Declaration of interest:
None
3. Minutes of previous meeting:  
It was resolved to amend the attendance of Cllr Greenfield who had been absent at the meeting  and with this amendment noted to accept the minutes of the meeting held on the 8th March 2011 as a true record.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:
Cllr Greenfield undertook to e-mail key-holders to remind them to return the old keys. The organiser of a proposed festival at the Poplars Sports Ground would be invited to attend a further meeting with Councillors prior to a Poplars Committee meeting.
5. Minutes of the Poplars Management Meeting:
Cllr Greenfield advised that a number of issues had been raised at the recent meeting, it was reported:
i. The key pad had been moved to the rear entrance but there was still an issue to resolve re the activation of sensors in that area – JD to contact Mercury

ii. Economy 7 was not working correctly to heat water for cricket showers – DL to look at settings
iii. Cricket kitchen cupboard remained locked – DL to resolve

iv. The proposal to reduce Management meetings to bi-monthly - ongoing
6. Insurance Claim:
The Parish Clerk advised that a loss adjuster, appointed by the insurance company, had now attended the site to assess the damage caused by burst pipes during the winter. Written confirmation had now been received that the claims and values were in order and work could progress on the remedial works throughout and replacement floorin in the Pavilion Lounge.
7. Sports Club Agreements:
It was noted that the draft addendum to the Cricket Club agreement had been re-worded with the input of Howard Mew, and was now with the Cricket Club to look at the one outstanding clause. A further meeting with members of the Cricket Club would be held on return of the draft. A formal agreement with Gedling Cricket Club was still to be arranged. 
8. Ancillary Agreement: JD and YG agreed to meet to draft a bar and servery agreement, prior to meeting with those individuals involved in providing this service.  
9. Hire Rates:
As part of the annual review of hire rates and following consideration of charges made by similar sporting venues in the Nottinghamshire area it was recommended to increase the rates for external hire of facilities by 4% across the board.
10. Vacancy for Cleaner/Janitor: 
A job description and advertisement for this vacant post was tabled by the Parish Clerk. Following a brief discussion it was agreed that the post would be advertised in the Parish magazine and on the Parish notice-board. Closing date for applications was confirmed as Friday 6th May. 
11. Capital Requirements:
It was agreed that the new Parish Council would be asked to look at the asset list and work with the Parish Clerk and Ground & Amenities Manager to put forward proposals for a programme of planned replacemenst/upgrades of capital items.
12. Planned Maintenance:
It was agreed that the new Parish Council would be asked to consider allocating some of its financial surplus to a programme of planned improvements and refurbishments. It was noted that progress in this area was dependant on the results of the planning application to erect wind turbines adjacent to the site. Items requiring immediate attention were replacement of floor covering in the cricket nets and the levelling off of gravelled areas.
