3. Minutes of previous meeting:  
It was resolved to accept the minutes as a true record of the meeting held on the 13th July 2010.
4. Matters arising from the minutes:
It was noted that the new rear security door had been fitted and the issue with regard to the shutter was to be investigated. 
5. Minutes of the Poplars Management Committee Meeting and Matters arising from Minutes:

Bonfire Night Event – confirmed as 6th November.

Peter Robinson Memorial – it was recommended to approve the installation of a seat at the Poplars Sports Ground, final placement to be agreed.

Gate Locking Arrangements – Cllr Greenfield advised that all of the Clubs had been reminded of their responsibility to ensure gates were locked after use. This would be raised again at the next Management Committee meeting.

Fixture Notices – It was agreed that a weekly update would posted on the notice board at the Poplars, the village centre notice-board, made available on the website and copied to managers.

Pest Control – It was noted that visits would continue until October and the situation with regard to rabbits was improving, particularly on pitch 3.

Replacement Back Door – It was noted that the door had been installed.
6. Bowls Club WC
It was noted that there had been mixed reviews re the wc. It was recommended that any further developments should be deferred pending a decision re the wind turbine proposals.
7. 2010/11 Season Review:
BJ Cricket Club’s response to the draft addendum to the contract was tabled. It was agreed that this would be reviewed at a meeting with the Club which was to be arranged. A communication had been received from the Bowls Club querying the calculation of the refund due. It was recommended that the Parish Clerk write to authorise the refund based on membership not revenue in order to expedite the signing of the contract. In response to a query from Cllr Cluff, it was agreed to review the actual number of pitches used by BJ Junior and Senior Football Clubs during a set period and to refer this information to a future meeting.
8. B&R Leisure:
The Income & Expenditure Accounts to 31st July 2010 were noted and accepted. Pending distribution of accompanying explanatory notes, it was recommended to accept the contribution from B&R Leisure as presented.
9. Planned Maintenance: The following schemes were tabled:
a. Bowls Green - Requirement to hire machinery to facilitate top dressing.
b. Pavilion Exterior
- Ground & Amenities Manager and Cllr Cluff to pursue.
c. Pavilion Interior – Parish Clerk & Cllr Greenfield to pursue.
d. Bar Shelves – Requirement to replace, to be costed.
e. Front Door Keys – Following request from FC Managers it was acknowledged that a change to the system of key allocation/availability was required. Ground & Amenities Manager, Cllrs Cluff and Potter to research and report back.
10. Capital Schemes:
The Ground & Amenities Manager agreed to bring a proposal for a replacement mower to the October meeting.
