Draft Minutes of Meeting of the Poplars Sports Ground Committee
Held at the Poplars Sports Ground on 30 September 2008, 8.30pm
1. Present:

3. Declaration of Interest: None

4. Minutes of previous meeting: The minutes were accepted as a true record of the meeting held on the 24th June 2008.
5. Matters Arising: None
6. Review of Hire Rates:
It was agreed that Cllr Randall and the Parish Clerk would meet to draw up proposal for revised hire rates. It was suggested that Cllr Hutt be invited to participate as Chair of the Finance & General Purposes Committee. Draft proposals would be submitted to the October Parish Council meeting for approval, together with the draft terms of hire and booking form.
7.  Review of Club Contracts:
It was agreed that the Parish Clerk would contact Gedling Borough Council Legal Department to obtain a copy of their contract for sports facilities. Cllr Greenfield agreed to look at this to see if it could be adapted for Parish Council use.
8. Capital Schemes:
It was agreed that this be kept as a permanent agenda item. Three potential schemes were identified. Cllr Randall undertook to obtain quotes for a new rear door. Cllr Greenfield would obtain quotes for 4 new fixed rubbish bins and the Ground & Amenities Manager would look into replacing/repairing the edging around the bowls green. The list, with quotes would be submitted to the Finance & General Purposes meeting in October for consideration.
9. Risk Assessment Register:

It was noted that physical risks relating to the Sports Ground had been identified last year and the Parish Clerk undertook to locate this information. Cllrs Randall and Greenfield agreed to consider other areas of risk – including financial, employment, health & safety and procedures and prepare a draft by the end of the third week in October for consideration at the November Parish Council meeting.
10. Annual Events:
It was noted that Gedling Borough Council had approved the use of the Sports Ground and Pavilion for 10 events during the year. It was proposed that Cllr Greenfield would provide the Parish Council at its October meeting with a proposal for Council sponsorship of 4 annual events (Fun Run in January, Gala during May Bank Holiday weekend, a Summer Family weekend in July and the Bonfire in November) and a number of charity events. It was noted that there had been 3 charity events this year – 2 football matches which had not been paid for and 1 quiz night which had been.
11. Additional Keyholder:
It was agreed that a recommendation would be made to Council that Cllr Potter should be registered as an additional keyholder and that a spare set of all keys should be held in the Parish office.
12. Planned Maintenance:
It was agreed that this should be kept as a regular agenda item for future meetings and that the Ground & Amenities Manager would be asked to contribute machinery and grounds issues so that a rolling programme of planned maintenance could be achieved. The committee agreed to bring proposals to the next meeting on the 28th October.
13. Budget Planning: 
The Parish Clerk reminded the meeting that the budget process planning for 2009/10 would commence shortly. It was agreed that Cllrs Randall and  Greenfield, together with the Ground & Amenities Manager would look at potential items of income and expenditure for presentation to the October meeting of the Finance & General Purposes Committee.
14. Any Other Business:
It was noted that Cllr Hunter had tendered her resignation to the Parish Council and would, therefore, no longer be a member of the Poplars Sports Ground Committee. Cllr Randall stated that the membership of this committee needs to be increased.
