Matters arising from Minutes: 10/66: Village Plan No further update.  10/67 Village Clock  It was noted that the clock is now working but further repairs are necessary. BTCV have a copy of the estimated cost,

Neighbourhood Watch Scheme: PC Simon Wells provided the meeting with a background to the scheme and the current status within the village. It was noted that information on criminal or suspicious activity in the area can be made available via the Police ‘Ring-master’ system for wider distribution. The Parish Clerk agreed to subscribe to the scheme and put regular updates on the website and Parish notice-board. It was agreed that the Neighbourhood Watch Scheme would be promoted at the Celebration of Village Life event and that PC Wells would provide the Parish Clerk with publicity material. It was recommended that the Parish Council should host a public meeting, chaired by Cllr Blandamer and supported by PC Wells and Wendy Morris (Neighbourhood Watch Co-Ordinator) to provide information about and encourage residents to participate in Neighbourhood Watch schemes in their immediate area.

Roberts Recreation Ground: It was agreed that the Parish Clerk would write to HM Revenue & Customs to seek clarification and clearance with regard to Groundwork’s suggested treatment of the VAT element of the refurbishment project before contracts and initial payment are sent.

The Grove: Cllr Cluff provided a verbal update on progress with work at the Grove. It was noted that Cllrs Cluff and Potter were due to meet with residents bordering the Grove to discuss placement of seats. It was agreed that the resident’s views would also be sought on any security requirements for the site and an update would be brought to the next Amenities Committee meeting. It was recommended that dogs and horses should be prohibited from the Grove at all times.

Floral Displays: Following a brief discussion, it was recommended that the Parish Council should provide and maintain hanging baskets in the village centre. The Parish Clerk agreed to invite Cllr Johnson and David List to look at the possibility of providing further floral displays and to provide an update to the April meeting.

Cllr Hyde provided a verbal update on progress to date with the informal allotment working group. It was noted that all allotments had now been marked. It was reported that a working party had been arranged to clear debris from existing plots and areas left uncultivated due to brambles or former use as manure sites. It was understood that this work would release a number of new plots to be offered for rent. The Parish Clerk agreed to order a skip for this work to be undertaken.
