Allotments

Roberts Recreation Ground

a) The annual ROSPA report was received and discussed. It was noted that there were no urgent requirements arising from the report or items of significant risk. It was recommended that Cllr Potter and David List visit the Roberts Recreation Ground to assess the condition of the Helter Skelter.
b) The Groundworks report was noted. It was understood that any application for Local Improvement Scheme funding would not commit the Parish Council to any financial undertaking at this time. It was recommended that Groundworks be authorised to proceed with the application for LIS funding as the deadline for submission is 30th September, 2010.

Cemetery 
After discussion, it was recommended that the revised Rules and Regulations be adopted as presented.  Cllr Blandamer read out the proposed arrangements with regard to the reservation of burial plots and it was recommended to accept these Rules & Regulations to bring the Parish Council into line with Gedling Borough Council.

Parish Events

a) Christmas Lights The update on the licence application was noted and it was acknowledged that the lights would be switched on between Saturday 4th December and Wednesday 5th January.  The following recommendations were made:
1) The Christmas tree wall lights would be blue.  
2) The local school and other organisations would be invited to participate in a ‘Switching On’ Ceremony.
3) That the cost and logistics of placing a 25ft Christmas Tree in the grounds of the BTCV building would be investigated further pending approval of the owners/tenants of the property.  Cllrs Blandamer and Cluff (Gala Committee) offered funding towards this scheme.  Cllrs Cluff and Potter agreed to provide further information to the next meeting of the Parish Council.
b) Gala/May Day celebrations Cllr Cluff proposed that the venue of the event should be the Grove as it was such a success last year.  Cllr Cluff will meet with the Gala committee before the Parish Council Meeting in November.  The following recommendations were made:
1) The Gala Committee undertake organising this event.  

2) The Gala would be held on the last Bank holiday Monday in May. 
3) The Parish Council to give the same donation as the previous year 

4) Decision to be made whether the event would be free admission or paid

c) Fun Run Cllr Cluff proposed that the Fun Run would be held on the first Saturday in January and that this item be referred to the Poplars Committee.

Highways 
It was reported that a ‘walk around’ meeting with the Highways Department of Notts County Council had been conducted in order to establish the feasibility of sharing responsibility for the cutting of grass verges.  It was noted that Notts. County Council had now advised that their contribution towards the funding of this would be in the region of £600 per annum for 4 cuts.  It was recommended that this item be deferred pending further investigation into the costs and Health and Safety requirements of the Parish Council undertaking any additional work on the village Highways.
A copy of the survey into pedestrian/vehicular traffic at the Station Road junction had been previously circulated.  It was recommended that the Parish Council should request that a further survey, incorporating all of the junctions in this section, be conducted in order to provide clearer evidence as to whether an additional pedestrian crossing or traffic lights is necessary or not.

It was noted that Notts County Council were to introduce an initiative ‘Task Force’ whereby two workmen were allocated to a village for a minimum of one week in order to carry out repairs and maintenance work.  Cllr Cluff advised that all Parish Councillors had been copied into this information and had been asked to put forward ideas/suggestions for tasks to be undertaken.  It was noted that the Parish Clerk would collate this information and return to the Highways Dept.

The Grove

 The draft agreement between the Parish Council and Burton Joyce Primary School in respect of access and ownership of materials at the Grove had been previously circulated.  It was recommended that the draft agreement should now be forwarded to the Primary School and to Cllr Johnson (School Liaison) for their comments prior to submitting it to full Council for adoption.

Gully Emptying/Cleansing Policy 
The request for information to facilitate an improvement to Notts County Council’s Gully Emptying/Cleansing Policy had previously been circulated. It was agreed that the Ground & Amenities Manager and Cllr Potter would walk around the village and provide a comprehensive list of all known problem areas.
