(ii)  The helter skelter does not conform to some current safety recommendations.  However, in the absence of funding for a replacement and its popularity, the amenities committee proposes that we take no action  at this time but monitor the situation closely.

10. Christmas lights: Given the decision made at the last full PC meeting it was agreed that the application for the lights be submitted with Cllr Potter’s details as emergency contact.  We should endeavour to get some written confirmation form the co-op re their contribution even if this is in the form of an email.
11. Best Kept Village Competition:  Well done for the church yard, cemetery and other areas complimented. There were a number of issues raised in the report which we feel do not come under the remit of the PC, namely the graffiti on the rear of the toilet block in Roberts Rec and the footpath to the railway crossing.  We were unclear whether the grass verges outside the library are our responsibility.  It was suggested that we write to GBC and establish who is responsible for the areas mentioned above.  A letter should be sent to BCTV  with a copy of the letter from CPRE highlighting the paragraph relating to them.

12. Risk Register Proforma: The amenities committee are happy with the risk register proforma.  Cllr Potter will represent the amenities committee on the working party.
