I am writing to object to the updated wind turbine proposal at Burton Joyce/Stoke Bardolph. 

Whilst I am a firm believer in renewable forms of energy, it is apparent that this proposal is inappropriate for the following reasons:-

1. The turbines are too close to a large centre of population. 

2. They are too close to a popular sports facility and I am seriously concerned about its potential closure and the loss of a valuable village amenity. 

3. The proposed site is inappropriate in relation to the environment. The site is adjacent to the River Trent in a popular location for anglers, walkers, cyclists and other casual users of the countryside. There is little enough popular countryside within easy travelling distance of Nottingham and two wind turbines of this size would overwhelm the environment. 
4. The detrimental impact upon the residents of Burton Joyce is unacceptable. This is a large population who will suffer noise pollution, the adverse effects of shadow flicker and the overwhelming visual impact of turbines of this size. 
5. As this area is already producing a reliable and significant renewable energy source with the Biomass Crop Digester and Combined Heat and Power Plant, the need for any additional localised generation would be an excessive burden on local residents and land.
In summary, all renewable energy projects need to be sympathetically sited and a balance needs to be achieved between the benefits of renewable energy to the wider population and the detrimental impact upon the local population. This proposal is inappropriate and impacts too heavily upon the population of Burton Joyce.
